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Possible Root Causes

#1
ESOL teachers, classroom teachers and other specialists did not have adequate time to meet and plan collaboratively for instruction for ELL students.

(Staff Capacity #1)

#2
Staff did not consistently use ESOL strategies (e.g., Making Learning Interactive, Making Language Concrete, Developing Critical Thinking Skills, Developing Academic Language). 


(Staff Capacity #3 and Instructional Quality #3)

#3
ESOL students did not exit ESOL in a timely fashion. 


(Student Achievement #3 and #4)

#4
The process for identifying students for special education services is not effective. (Programs and Procedures #2)
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
